If the committee chooses to allot money should it be in the form of a cash stipend or should money to be allotted to reimburse for her expenses.
· discussion and vote:
Move to set the individual registration fee for a full-time participant at the state conference.  The individual receives as part of their fee a light breakfast, lunch, conference registration materials prior to and at the conference, and provides support in off-setting costs directly related to additional fees for custodial, security and cafeteria staff as well as other support services needed for the functioning of the conference.
 (Over the past couple of years it has been found that chapters may have been overcharged for conferences including: state conference, JLC, Colt, ALC, and others. The idea is to take that money and use it to reduce the registration fee for state conference. 
· discussion and vote:
Move that the State FFA Executive Committee recommend to the delegates of the 2006 State Conference to (pass or fail) the proposed constitutional amendment. (Note: the committee may also choose not to take a stance)

(The proposed constitutional amendment can be found attached to the same email that this agenda was attached to. The executive committee has three options here: The first is to pass the amendment, the second is to fail it, and the third is to take no stance.)
