CHAPTER VISIT PROGRAM

FOR CONNECTICUT STATE FFA OFFICERS POLICY STATEMENT
ADOPTED BY CAAE
August 21, 2007
In order for Connecticut FFA Chapters, agricultural organizations and other groups to benefit from a State FFA Officer visitation, the following guidelines will be followed by FFA Advisors and State FFA Officers:

· All requests for officers must be submitted using the State FFA Officer Request form found on the www.ctffa.org web site by chapter advisors only not students.  
· All requests should be submitted at least two weeks in advance if possible.
· To facilitate efficient travel and utilization of State FFA Officers at local chapter, State FFA Officers are assigned to specific chapters, but this is no way intended to say only that officer can visit such chapters.  It is intended to say that this officer should be utilized if possible by the chapters, but other officers may be requested. All visits are done through a request process and assignments will be made upon the availability of the officer requested.  If that officer is not available, chapters will be informed and another officer assigned if appropriate.

· State FFA Officers are not to judge district, state, regional events of any type to avoid conflicts of interest.

· The State FFA Office may request two officers attend a function depending on time of day and location of event for safety concerns.  Chapter advisor will be informed of such decision.

· Each school having a State FFA Officer visit is to complete a State FFA Officer Evaluation form to be submitted to the State FFA Office.  These evaluations will be shared with the Officer(s) attending your function.
What kinds of activities can a State FFA Officer do at your chapter?

· Workshops for your classes (Each State FFA Officer will have a selection of workshops they are prepared to present and a chapter may select from that list or ask for something more specific)
· Attend a chapter meeting, social activity, district events, and award programs.

· Other events as appropriate.

Once a request is made the State FFA Officer will:

· Confirm with local chapter advisor the request they received via email or phone.

· Officer will prepare for the visit.
· Officer will confirm several days in advance to make sure the activity is still happening

· After visit, the officer will write a thank you note to the chapter advisor, Chapter President, school administrator, or other person(s) deemed appropriate

STATE OFFICER VISITS OTHER THAN TO FFA CHAPTERS

· Visits and meetings with outside groups other than FFA Chapters will be coordinated by the State level staff adults.

· State FFA Officers are not to attend or represent the Connecticut FFA Association at activities without prior approval.
