3.  Scrapbook information covers the time from the beginning of the prior


     State FFA Conference until the beginning of the present State FFA


     Conference.


4.  Scrapbook must be submitted for judging before the opening of the


     first delegate session of the State Conference.


5.  Completed entry form must be received one month before the state FFA

 
conference.


6.  A calendar of completed activities must be present with the entry form.

Honors:
Chapter will receive a plaque and all others placing will receive ribbons.

STATE FFA PUBLIC RELATIONS SCRAPBOOK SCORESHEET
