Connecticut FFA State Booth Contest Rules and Regulations 

Objectives:

1. To improve the understanding of Connecticut's Agriculture.

2. To encourage chapters to develop awareness about agriculture.

Rules and Regulations:

1. All booths MUST be no larger than (8 ‘deep x 8’wide)or  they will be disqualified, be lightweight and portable.  
2. Only one (1) booth per chapter.

3. The winning chapter is expected to attend the Big E and the National Convention.

4. Each booth must have at least two (2) FFA members in official dress from the chapter to work at the booth during the State and National Convention as well as the Big E. 

5. The winning chapter will receive $200.00 towards the expenses for their booth to assist them in getting the exhibit to the National FFA Convention this fall.
